The most common reasons for avoiding nail

all day long on varied surfaces, cutting nails may not be necebbghymileage wears them
down naturally.

But among city or suburbatogs who are lucky to get a mile or two walk daily, excessively
long toenails are more common than not.

Consequences Of Long Toenails

So whatodos the big deal ?

The first consequence of long toenails is painfulfddt.en a dogds toenail
ground like a sidewalk or your kitchen floor, the hard surface pushes the nail back up into the
nail bed. This either puts pressure on all the toe joints or forces the toe to twist to the side.

Either way, those toes become very sore, even arthhitien the kghtest touch is painful to
your dog, he will fuss when you pick up his paw to cut nails.

The second consequence of long toenails is more sefibasimals rely on information from
nerves in their feet to move through the world and process gravityadeigu

For millions of years, wild dogs have run long distances while hunting and worn their nails
short. The only time their toenails would touch the ground was when climbing a hill.

Since the hill is not real, a secondary compensation with his hind limbs is necessary to avoid a
face pant.

NAIL CLIPPERS

Never put the whole nail in a clipper.
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Use small size clippers for better control. Only giant breed dogs will need large ones.

Keep your tools sharp: either replace or sharpen youclippers regularly.

STEP1

Handle your dog’s paws often and introduce (
the clippers frequently (without cutting).

Use lots of praise and delicious treats. Get a
quality pair of clippers. We recommend the p.
plier style that come with a guide to help you @
avoid cutting the quick. N~/

STEP 2

Hold your dog’s paw firmly but gently. Cut the
nail below the quick at a 45° angle, taking off
small amounts at a time. This is where that guide
is going to come in handy. You can safely cut the
nail right to the guide.

STEP 3

Trim only until you see the white inside the nail
with a small dot of black in the center. If you don't
see the white, you can cut a bit closer. Be careful,
just take a small amount off or you will cut the
quick. Check and/or cut your dog’s nails every
three weeks, depending on how active he is.
